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This matter came before the Court on the 2ythof February for a hearing on

several motions filed by the Petitioner in this matter. The Petitioner was not

present, but represented by Diana Cuneo. The Personal Representative was

present and appeared pro se. There was an agreement entered concerning

information to be provided to the Petitioner by the Personal Representative which

will be reduced to an Order by counsel for the Petitioner.

The Court then considered a request by the Personal Representative for

access to the records of a Limited Liability Corporation to which she had deeded

certain properties of the estate. .The allegation raised by. the Personal

Representative is that Viking III LLC, which she formed together with her two

sisters (who are also beneficiaries of this estate), was established to protect the

decedent's properties from being divided as part of the Personal

Representative's divorce action.

The Personal Representative also alleged that the agreement between the

heirs was that the properties and the notes on the properties were to be sold in
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
